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Reading Strategies

Pre-reading:

a) Prior to reading, access background information regarding the text.  Think about what you already know about the topic.

b) Generate additional questions that may be addressed by this reading.  Make predictions about what information might be contained within the text.

c) Identify new vocabulary.  Record new words, what they mean and examples of these words in context.  seq level0 \h \r0

seq level7 \h \r0 Review of the words and their meanings before reading may enhance fluency and comprehension during reading.

d) When reading for information, slow down and pay attention to what is specifically asked.  This may involve writing down the question beforehand in your own words.  This will help to clarify the purpose for reading the text.

e) Familiarize yourself with all available cues and resources within the passage or text, such as pictures, diagrams, charts, and glossaries.

During Reading:
a) An active approach to reading incorporates seq level0 \h \r0

seq level7 \h \r0 self-monitoring skills such as asking oneself “Does it make sense?”, reducing impulsivity in decoding, recognizing when it is appropriate to read more slowly in order to understand, highlighting and keeping notes of important concepts and words.

b) Monitor the pace of the reading so that it is appropriate to the reading level and difficulty of the material (i.e., complex text requires a slower reading rate in order to ensure the understanding).

c) Paired or shared reading exposure provides the benefit of “seeing” the word while “hearing” it simultaneously.  Taped readings can increase fluency and word recognition skills.

d) Visualizaton techniques can assist comprehension and promote retention (i.e., forming images in your mind as you read).

Post Reading:
a) It may help to summarize and re-sequence the content, to facilitate adequate storage of the information read.

b) Try to make connections between the new information and prior knowledge, or relate the information to real-life situations.  This can be accomplished through questioning and discussions.

c) Re-reading difficult material with a partner can provide opportunities for listening, questions, discussion, and clarification.

d) Use questioning strategies to review the material which has been read, for example:

i. What do you think would happen next? 

ii. Do you know anyone who resembles this character? 

iii. How would you feel if...? 

iv. Can you think of another way the author could have....?

v. What did you imagine when the author described the setting?
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
