Finger Multiplication (6’s – 9’s)
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-
the student’s palms should be facing himself/herself

-
touch fingers of opposite hands that correspond to factors

-
any fingers touching and below are counted in tens

-
the remaining fingers of each hand are added and then multiplied together    


and then added to the amount of tens

Example:  
8 x 8

-
all fingers touching and below (6 fingers) = 60

-
remaining fingers on the left hand = 2

-
remaining fingers on the right hand = 2

-
multiply the numbers together – 2 x 2 = 4

-
add the two amounts – 60 + 4 = 64



8 x 8 = 64

Multiplying By 9’s

-
student’s hands are palms down on the desk

-
use one finger as a counter to divide fingers into tens and ones

-
fingers to the LEFT of the counter finger are tens

-
fingers to the RIGHT of the counter finger are counted as ones

-
do not count the dividing finger

Example:
9 x 3

-
fold the middle (third) finger down on the left hand

-
the two fingers to the left = 20

-
there are seven (7) fingers to the right of the dividing finger
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
